Description: The mouse monoclonal antibody recognizes human CD28, a cell-surface protein
essential for T-cell activation. CD28 provides T cells with a "second signal," or co-
stimulation, which, along with T cell receptor (TCR) ligation, induces proliferation and
survival, and cytokine production.  TCR stimulation without co-stimulation results in
anergy of the T cell,  CD28 interacts with CD80 (B7.1) and CD86 (B7.2), found on
antigen presenting cells (APCs).
