Immunogen: Mouse lymphocytes

Formulation: Lyophilized in PBS

Purification: Protein A/G affinity chromatography

Reconstitution: Centrifuge vial prior to opening. Add 400 µl sterile distilled water to the vial to fully
solubilize the antibody to a concentration of 500 µg/mL.

Storage & Stability: Store lyophilized antibody at -80°C. After reconstitution, stable for six months in working
aliquots at -80°C. Avoid repeated freeze-thaw cycles.

Specificity: Recognizes mouse ITGAX

Description: Armenian Hamster Anti-Mouse ITGAX monoclonal antibody.  ITGAX is a type I
transmembrane protein found at high levels on most human dendritic cells, but also on
monocytes, macrophages, neutrophils, and some B-cells that induces cellular activation
and helps trigger neutrophil respiratory burst. It is expressed in hairy cell leukemias,
acute nonlymphocytic leukemias, and some B-cell chronic lymphocytic leukemias.
