Recombinant Human Fibroblast Growth Factor 1 Sf9

Description: Acidic fibroblast growth factor is a member of the fibroblast growth factor (FGF) family.
FGF family members possess broad mitogenic and cell survival activities, and are
involved in a variety of biological processes, including embryonic development, cell
growth, morphogenesis, tissue repair, tumor growth and invasion. This protein functions
as a modifier of endothelial cell migration and proliferation, as well as an angiogenic
factor. It acts as a mitogen for a variety of mesoderm- and neuroectoderm-derived cells
in vitro, thus is thought to be involved in organogenesis.
Recombinant human Fibroblast Growth Factor 1 is a single, glycosylated, polypeptide
chain containing 140 amino acids and purified by proprietary chromatographic
techniques.

Formulation: Sterile filtered liquid in 20 mM Tris-HCl, pH 7.9 + 100 mM KCl + 0.2 mM DTT + 20%
glycerol

Biological Activity: Calculated by the dose-dependant proliferation of BAF3 cells expressing FGF receptors
(measured by 3H-thymidine uptake).  The ED50 is <10 ng/ml.

Amino Acid Sequence: The sequence of the first five N-terminal amino acids is Met-Phe-Asn-Leu-Pro.
