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Synthetic Human Glucagon

Description: Glucagon is a pancreatic hormone that counteracts the glucose-lowering action of insulin
by stimulating glycogenolysis and gluconeogenesis. Glucagon is a ligand for a specific G-
protein linked receptor whose signalling pathway controls cell proliferation.  Glucagon is
processed from a preproprotein that is cleaved into four distinct mature peptides.

Synthetic Human Glucagon is a single, non-glycosylated, polypeptide chain containing 29
amino acids.

Reconstitution: Add sterile 1% HCl to the vial to fully solubilize the protein to a concentration
of 0.1 - 1 mg/mL. After complete solubilization of the protein, it can be further diluted to
other aqueous solutions.

Storage & Stability: Store lyophilized product as supplied at -20°C to -80°C for up to 1 year. Upon
reconstitution prepare working aliquots for long term storage by adding carrier protein
(0.1% HSA or BSA) and store at -20°C to -80°C.   Avoid repeated freeze-thaw cycles.
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
