
IL-6, Human Recombinant with His Tag

Description: Recombinant human IL-6 produced in E. coli is single, a non-glycosylated, polypeptide 
chain containing 184 amino acids fragment (29-211) and having a total MW = 15 kDa 
with an amino-terminal hexahistidine tag.

Formulation: Sterile filtered liquid in 20 mM Tris HCl, pH 8 + 50% glycerol.

Purity: Greater than 95.0% as determined by analysis by RP-HPLC and SDS-PAGE.

Endotoxin Level: Less than 0.1 ng/µg (1 EU/µg) of protein.
