Background: Plasminogen Activator Inhibitor type 1 is the principal inhibitor of tissue plasminogen
activator (tPA) and urokinase (uPA), and hence is an inhibitor of fibrinolysis. In the
vitronectin null binding mutant, a single mutation results in nearly complete loss of
binding to the important ligand vitronectin. All other aspects of PAI-1 biological activity
such as anti-protease activity remain unaffected.
