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Recombinant Human Prolactin Receptor Fc Fusion Protein

Description: Prolactin is a neuroendocrine peptide hormone that is secreted primarily by the pituitary
gland. Prolactin receptor is a class 1 cytokine transmembrane receptor that varies in size
with tissue source and species. It consists of an extracellular region with 5 cysteines
which contains the prolactin binding site, a single transmembrane domain and a
cytoplasmic region.  The extracellular domain is expressed recombinantly, purified by
chromatography, sterile filtered and lyophilized.

This Fc Fusion Protein is glycosylated and expressed as a chimera with the Fc region of
mouse immunoglobulin. Fc fusion proteins are typically more stable and resistant to
degradation and clearance than native cytokines. Fc fusion proteins appear as a dimer in
SDS-PAGE under non-reducing conditions.
