Renin (REN), also known as Angiotensinogenase, is a cleaved aspartyl protease that is
specific for only one substrate, Angiotensinogen. REN participates in the Renin-
Angiotensin System (RAS) thereby mediating extracellular volume (i.e. that of the blood
plasma, lymph and interstitial fluid), and arterial vasoconstriction.
