
Research Grade Solanezumab

Description: Solanezumab is a humanized monoclonal IgG1 antibody directed against
the mid-domain of the Aβ peptide. It recognizes soluble monomeric, not
fibrillar, Aβ.  Solanezumab (formerly known as LY2062430) is a
monoclonal antibody being developed by Lilly as a potential therapy for
people with mild cognitive impairment caused by Alzheimer’s disease.
