TNF alpha occurs as
a secreted, soluble form and as a membrane-anchored form, both of which are
biologically active. The naturally-occurring form of TNF alpha is glycosylated, but
nonglycosylated recombinant TNF alpha has comparable biological activity. The
biologically active native form of TNF alpha is a 17 kDa homotrimeric protein.
