Description: Amino acids 356 to 370 of human DAPK2.

This gene encodes a protein that belongs to the serine/threonine protein kinase family.
This protein contains a N-terminal protein kinase domain followed by a conserved
calmodulin-binding domain with significant similarity to that of death-associated protein
kinase 1 (DAPK1), a positive regulator of programmed cell death. Overexpression of this
gene was shown to induce cell apoptosis. It uses multiple polyadenylation sites.

Application: The peptide is used for blocking the antibody activity of DAP kinase 2. The peptide with
equal volume of antibody for 30 min at 37°C usually completely blocks the antibody
activity in Western blotting.

Formulation: It is supplied as 200 pg/ml, 50 ug/vial , in PBS pH7.2 (10 mM NaH,PO,, 10 mM,
Na,HPO,, 130 mM NaCl) containing 0.1% bovine serum albumin and 0.02% sodium
azide..
